Translated from Romanian

The undersigned, VLAD I. DUMITRU, as a colonel within the Serviciul de Paza si protectie (SPP) [Translator’s note: SPP = Security and Protection Service], with the contact address in Romania, Bucharest, 3 Piata Rosetti St., apt. 9, District 3, and international civil servant at the UN Mission in Sudan, under contract during the period August 1, 2004 – August 1, 2005, according to the agreement between UN and the Romanian Government, hereby inform the UN General Secretariat that I have started legal proceedings in Romania in front of the competent legal courts, submitting penal complaints against: UDUDEC Sorin, BLANDU Liviu, MIHAIANU Mihai, Catalin BOCA, PETRESCU Vlad, STOIAN Ionel, DENSOREAN Eugen, CIALICU Daniel – protection officers at SRSG – Sudan.

Because, although they didn’t have the status of UN international civil servants, by breaching the internal regulations of UN personnel, they transmitted to SPP (the institution from which we were delegated, a series of defamatory affirmations / declarations addressed to me and to my deputy, lt. Cdr. Razvan Balaji, which were spread out in Romanian media, therefore I requested the research of the circumstances under the aspect of committing the offences provided by art. 205 and 206 of the Romanian Penal Code, because they contributed to my prejudice in a degree that will be subsequently established. I mention that they were my subordinates within the Romanian security group within The UN Mission in Sudan.

Such dolous, illegal and unpardonable maneuvers mainly belonged to CIALICU Daniel, also accused of the breach of the correspondence secret of my deputy Balaji Razvan. A copy of my colleague’s private electronic correspondence (correspondence with his wife) was transmitted to SPP and is stocked at the disciplinary file; probably it was illegally intercepted from the UN server in July 2005.
Abusively, at the retirement from the external mission we haven’t been able to resume our positions and our rights previous to our departure, as provided in the protocol with the UN. More than this, as a result of a sham disciplinary investigation within SPP – analyzing the period when we were under the contract with the UN by pressures, investigations and hearings that were not in conformity with the military or civil dignity and not permitted in a democratic society – we were put in reserve without rights (to pension or compensations). However, during the entire period of the contract, I consider that we observed exactly the solemn commitment, the letter and spirit of the contract with the UN.
Without limiting myself to this, I filed a penal complaint against SPP manager for abuse in service against public and private interests, with the General Prosecutor, with the Public Prosecutor’s Office attached to the High Court of Cassation and Justice, becoming warning signals in public interest, but the protection provided by the Romanian law no. 571/2004 was not granted to us or to the witnesses. Other two high officers from SPP acted in a similar way.

Other investigations, not only journalistic, but also judicial followed and continue. I notified the Parliamentary Commission for Defense, the Supreme Council of Defense of the Country, the President of Romania, informing also the Romanian Mission in New York, but the latter refused to send me a formal reply.

Please note that meanwhile SPP manager and his deputies were dismissed by the Supreme Council of Defense of Romania and they have to appear before the legal courts. Also, pending at the Court of Appeal Bucharest a civil trial was opened and is in progress for my integration in the position and moral and material compensation. 
We tried to solve the clumsy situation caused and that we did not created, by amiable way and within a reasonable term, but this was not wanted. Although notified to proceed to retracting the defamatory declarations / affirmations recently made addressed to me (or put in their charge by the hierarchical superiors) and to communicate SPP regarding this issue, mentioning the fact that the retraction / delimitation from the said affirmations is also in their personal interest, having the opportunity to extinguish the dispute in this phase, the above-mentioned persons refused to do this – leaving open the possibility of me being disciplinarily investigated, affecting the reputation that I had as a carrier soldier and in charged with numerous missions and leading positions, both among SPP workers and also in the society.
Although UN Regulations, the provisions of the Contract and the Solemn commitment assumed in front of the General Secretary (which any officer in the international service accepts under signature) prohibit the transmission of any information to the Government or other external sources (SPP being no exception, although it is a special service) regarding the activity during the mission, the above-mentioned persons, assimilated to the international officers, have probably been determined from the level of SPP manager to externalize such information / declarations – obviously submitting them to the risk of retirement.

It is possible, explicable but not also excusable, that my former subordinates had to choose between the immediate risk of retirement from SPP and a future risk, if the competent UN Service finds out about the information / declarations externalized towards Bucharest, in purposes unclearly defined but obviously prejudicial for me. I consider that after the Nuremberg trial nobody can invoke anymore the “superior’s order” in order to bring serious breaches to the human rights, liberty or human dignity.

Please note that within this international mission in Sudan, which I coordinated under the UN aegis, I received from the Staff at the periodic evaluations the qualifiers very good and exceptional, I was solemnly congratulated for the way in which several operations were developed, and, at the date when I was abusively retired by order of SPP manager, I had already received the UN Staff approval of extension of the contract by another 6 months – as resulting from the mission documents issued by the Staff.
Falsifying the truth, by the inadequate manner in which the facts with mean character occurred, the defamatory declarations prejudiced my reputation and brought me serious damages; besides, cast a shadow on the prestige of Romanian army forces, on the process of integration in the Euro Atlantic political and defense structures – therefore they cannot be overlooked by the judicial authorities and the institutions of the Romanian state, recently notified – and will not put into a favorable light the relations with the UN.

We find ourselves forced to resort to this communication as everybody involved refused to reply to the proceedings initiated by me in person or through my attorney-at-law, availing themselves of the position of affiliate of an UN mission.

Taking into account the above-mentioned facts, I ask you to be so kind as to put at our disposal a copy of the entire personal file of human resources, including the periodic evaluations, the characterization of the mission organized and developed by us in Sudan, the protocol concluded with the Romanian Government and the subsequent change of letters, regarding my person and the mission that I developed – as it is absolutely necessary in order to formulate our defenses and to repair the abuses directed against us by SPP manager at the end of the year 2005.
